and property lines and
inside the curb lines or
traveled portion of the
public street.

136.07 Permit Required.
No person shall remove,
reconstruct or install a
sidewalk unless such per-
son has obtained a per mit
from the City and has
agreed in writing that
said removal, reconstruc-
tion or installation will
comply with all ordi-
nances and requirements
of the City for such work.

West Lift and
Force Main Project

The Outfall Sewer and
West Lift Station projects
arewinding down. The
west lift station and force
main arein operation.
Work remains on the
fencing and clean up work
around the site. The pro-
ject isto be completed be-
fore June 30th.

This project should take
care of most of the storm
water problemsin the
west part of town. We
now have the capability to
move the water out of the
area using additional
mains and lifts.

The mayor, council, engi-
neer and wastewater su-
perintendent have worked
hard toincorporate this
intothe west lift project.

COUNCIL NEWS

The Calmar City Council
has had special meetings
with thelibrary board re-
garding their improvement
project. They were working
to exchange space toincor-
porate the clerk’s office
intothe library/police de-
partment area.

After thelibrary project is
complete, remodeling of
the police department and
part of the library area will
be done to make space for
the clerk’s office. The cost
of utilities to heat the cur-
rent clerk’s office led to
this discussion. It isfelt
that the cost of remodeling
will pay for itself over a
period of years with the
savingsin heating and
cooling.

Water Treatment Project

By the time you receive this newsl etter the water treatment project should be un-
derway. Thiswill include building ablock building to house the treatment facili-
ties. Thewell pump and piping and a connection to the current water supply and
tower. This project is being done by Blazek Corporation. The project is slated to
be completed in August at which time we will finally begin using water from our
new well. This project will be paid for with TIF funds and will NOT raisethe
water or tax ratesfor Calmar residents.

OUTSIDE WATERING, FILLING POOLS OR PONDS?

The City Council at their April meeting passed an ordi-
nance allowing an additional meter for outside use.
This meter isinstalled by city personnel to afaucet and
this water isto be used for watering lawns, filling ponds
and pools etc. Thewater isnot to be returned to the
sewer system. The cost of the meter is $ 15.00 monthly
which includesinstallation and removal. The water will be billed at the current
water rate but sewer WILL NOT BE CHARGED. The water usage for this meter
will be subtracted from your inside meter. If you are interested in this type of
meter, please submit arequest in writing. 1f anyone has questions call the clerk’s
office.




CALMAR LIBRARY NEWS

The Calmar Library Board
members have worked hard
to obtain fundsto complete
an improvement project and
addition to the Children’s
Library.

Grantswere obtained from: GDACC for
$ 3,000.00; McElroy Foundation for

$ 2500.00; Farm Bureau for $ 1,000.00.
Donationswerereceived in the amount
of $5,000.00 from the estate of Pat Balk
and the estate of Frances & Marian
Meyer for a minimum of $ 26,000.00.

Bidswere let on April 16th and the pro-
ject isexpected to begin shortly. The
addition will be built tothe west be-
tween the buildings and to the south.
The Children’s Library and an office for
the Children’s librarian and storage will
be part of thisaddition. The projectis
expected to be completed sometime be-
fore October 1st.

The majority of material and labor will
be furnished by local contractors and
Heying Mfg. Co. Inc. will act as general
contractor for the project. Sub contrac-
torsinclude: Gene Kipp Electric;R & R
Plumbing and Calmar Mfg. Co. Inc.

She started work
the beginning of April and will bein
charge of the pre-school story hour and
all children’s programs at thelibrary.

CALMAR AND LAKE MEYER

The Winneshiek County
Conservation Board has de-
termined that Lake Meyer
suffers from too much input
of phosphorus. Excessive
phosphorusin alake envi-
ronment causes a form of
water pollution that causes
excessive algae and plant
growth and affectsthe
quality of the fish popula-
tion. It also makesthe lake
less aesthetic to view

or smell.

MUCH OF CALMAR LIESIN THE LAKE MEYER
WATERSHED. RESIDENTS ARE ASKED TO
LIMIT POSSIBLE SOURCES OF PHOSPHORUS.
THERE ARE SEVERAL WAYS THAT THIS CAN BE
ACCOMPLISHED.

1. Remove leavesfrom the street so that
the vegetation does not go down the
storm drains.

2. Prevent soil erosion, phosphorus
attachesto soil particles.

3. Fertilizethe lawn with zero phosphorus
(or at least low phosphorus) fertilizer.
Remember that the middle number of
the fertilizer classification is
phosphorus. In almost every case, grass
does not require phosphorus. Ifin
doubt, perform a soil test to see what
your lawn needs. Testing can be done at
a farm co-op or the extension office and
should cost lessthan $ 10.00. If you
have your lawn done by lawn care
specialist, be sureto insist on
zero phosphorus fertilizer. Zero Phos-
phorusfertilizer can be obtained from
some farm services (like the Farmers
Coop in Fort Atkinson)

4. Clean up after pets; pet waste contains
phosphorus aswell as harmful bacteria.

OPEN BURNING

Open burning is RESTSRICTED. Burning of
leavesis allowed from April 1st thru May
15th and from September 15th thru Novem-
ber 15th. ONLY and then between 8:00 A.M.
and 6:00 P.M.

No burning on the blacktop or paved surface
of any street or alley or in curbs and gutters
within the City limits.

REGARDING YOUR YARD WASTE
DUMP SITE

The City providesayard waste dump
site at our city shop siteon Lewis Street.
THISIS FOR YARD WASTE ONLY (small
tree limbs, brush, grass clippings etc.)
AND NOT TOBE USED FOR ITEMS
SUCH ASFURNITURE, ROCKS, CE-
MENT, APPLIANCES, LUMBER,ETC.

IF YOU REMOVE TREES OR HAVE A
LARGE LOAD OF LIMBS ETC. PLEASE
CONTACT YOUR STREET SUPERIN-
TENDENT,JUNIOR BOYER, AND HE
WILL MAKE ARRANGEMENTS FOR
YOU TOHAUL YOUR LOAD TOTHE
YARD WASTE DUMP DIRECT. THIS
WOULD ELIMINATE HANDLING THE
LOAD TWICE AND CUT DOWN ON OUR
HANDLING COSTS. CALL HIM AT 562-
