CHAPTER 99

SEWER SERVICE CHARGES
99.01 Sewer Service Charges Required 99.05 Payment of Bills
99.02 Rate 99.06 Lien for Nonpayment
99.03 Special Rates 99.07 Special Agreements Permitted

99.04 Private Water Systems

99.01 SEWER SERVICE CHARGES REQUIRED. Every customer shall
pay to the City sewer service fees as hereinafter provided.
(Code of Iowa, Sec. 384.84)

99.02 RATE. Each dwelling unit, apartment unit, mobile home, house,
business and industry shall be considered as one sewer account and shall pay a
base rate of $25.00 per month for sanitary sewer service. The Northeast lowa
Community College (NICC) shall pay a base rate of $500.00 (20 units) per
month for sanitary sewer service. The South Winneshiek Community School
shall pay a base rate of $175.00 (7 units) per month for sanitary sewer service.

1: Every customer or account shall also pay a sanitary sewer usage
fee of $6.50 per month for each one thousand (1,000) gallons of
wastewater treated by the City.

In no case shall the minimum service charge be less than $25.00 per month,
which is necessary to retire the indebtedness, operating and maintenance, and
reserve necessary for maintaining the sanitary sewer facility.

99.03 SPECIAL RATES. Where, in the judgment of the Superintendent and
the Council, special conditions exist to the extent that the application of the
sewer charges provided in Section 99.02 would be inequitable or unfair to either
the City or the customer, a special rate shall be proposed by the Superintendent
and submitted to the Council for approval by resolution.

99.04 PRIVATE WATER SYSTEMS. Customers whose premises are
served by a private water system shall pay sewer charges based upon the water
used as determined by the City either by an estimate agreed to by the customer
or by metering the water system at the customer’s expense. Any negotiated, or
agreed upon sales or charges shall be subject to approval of the Council.
